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One psychologist said that the average person tells 100 lies a day. Why do we lie? For one thing, to keep our lives simple.
For example, we lie when we want to hide something stupid we have done or to avoid hurting others. If a friend asks
your opinion about their new haircut and you don't like it, you don't tell the truth. An author has written a book about
a girl who can't tell a lie. Unfortunately, the main character (1) has a hard time making friends. This is because she
always tells the truth and her relationships don't go smoothly.

There are also cultural factors behind lying. Some Europeans visiting Asian countries feel uncomfortable when locals
ask them personal questions.
